Segun la leyenda, Sarah-Damaris era la hija de Maria Magdalena y de Jesucristo.

Sabemos que Jesucristo tuvo que casarse, o los judios no le habrian permitido ser un rabino y un
maestro.

De verso a verso, Los Cuatro Evangelios. Ogden y Skinner, p. 108:
Sobre el milagro de cambiar el agua al vino en Cana.

El mismo Jesus tenia ahora mas de treinta afios y probablemente habria estado casado, como era
costumbre que los hombres judios hicieran en su adolescencia: "A los cinco afios, uno esta listo para la
escritura, a los diez afios para la Mishna, en trece para los mandamientos, a los quince para el Talmud, a
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las diez y ocho para el matrimonio, a los veinte para la bdsqueda de la justicia, a los treinta para toda la
fuerza ".

Si Jesus no hubiera estado casado, indudablemente leiamos acerca de la acusacion tras acusacion contra
él porque el matrimonio era el nimero uno de los mandamientos que Dios habia dado desde el principio
hasta el meridiano del tiempo. Como no tenemos registro de objeciones a su ensefianza, parece que ya
habia cumplido con este mandamiento tan importante. (S6lo una observacion de la cultura judia.)

We know that Jesus Christ had to be married, or the Jews would not have permitted him to be a rabbi
and a teacher. That was the law. Jesus Christ definitely had to be married in order to be a rabbi and a
teacher. The real question is, “Whether Jesus had children or not?”

According to legend, Jesus had three or four children of his own; and, Jesus had also adopted John the
Beloved. Remember, legends are often true, or have an element of truth within them.

We know that Jesus Christ had to have children of his own, or the Jews would have considered him to be
cursed by God. Back in those days, being without children was taken as a sign from God that you have
been cursed by God. God the Father wouldn't have permitted his Son to seem cursed. Jesus would
have participated in all of the ordinances and rites necessary for salvation and exaltation -- including
marriage and fatherhood.

On the miracle of changing water to wine at Cana.

Jesus himself was now more than thirty years of age and would have probably been married, as was
customary for Jewish men to do in their late teens: "At five years old one is ready for the scripture, at
ten years for the Mishnah, at thirteen for the commandments, at fifteen for the Talmud, at eighteen for
marriage, at twenty for pursuit of righteousness, at thirty for full strength."

Had Jesus not been married, we would undoubtedly read of accusation after accusation against him
because marriage was number one of the commandments God had given from the beginning to the
meridian of time. As we have no record of objections to his teaching, it would appear that he had

already complied with this most important commandment. (Just an observation of Jewish culture.)

Joseph Smith taught that the Savior obeyed all ordinances necessary for exaltation: "If a man gets a
fullness of the priesthood of God, he has to get it in the same way that Jesus Christ obtained it, and that
was by keeping all the commandments and obeying all the ordinances of the House of the Lord."
